Once you've contributed money to your health savings account (HSA), you can use it to pay for qualified medical expenses
for yourself, your spouse and your eligible dependents. In general, the amount you spend will be federal income tax-free.

What happens if | use my HSA for a non-qualified expense?

If you pay for anything other than qualified expenses with your HSA, the
amount will be taxable. If you are 64 or younger, you will also pay an additional
20% tax penalty. If you are 65 or older, the tax penalty does not apply, but the
amount must be reported as taxable income.

How do | pay with my HSA?

To pay for qualified medical expenses, choose the option that's most
convenient for you:

e Use your Optum Financial debit card.

e Use online bill pay.

e Pay out-of-pocket and then distribute funds from your HSA to
reimburse yourself.
